200 water voles were released in Devon on Monday 4th September 2023,  
the River Gara Water Vole Reintroduction project is well and truly under way. 
The project has been planned and executed by The Habitat Group, the voles raised and 
supplied by Derek Gow consultancy, fundraising and grant applications are via Begin By 
Starting CIC - with 100% of the funds going straight to the project. The Habitat Group is a 
collec�on of people from different parishes in the South Hams who are concerned by 
the loss of our local biodiversity, but are convinced that we can help turn it around by 
crea�ng wildlife friendly habitats. Whether it is a garden, a verge, a field or a window 
box, if we simply refrain from using pes�cides and make our patch welcoming to wild-
life, then nature quickly starts to move back in.  
Thanks to the Farming in Protected Landscapes scheme, and also donations and support 
from many people and organisations in the community.  
Strete Parish Council supported the project with a grant of £500. 
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If the road is only 2.5 metres wide use your common sense 

 

The charity is urging everybody to follow the beach safety advice: 

Check the weather forecast, �de �mes and read local hazard signage to understand  
local risks. 

Keep a close eye on your family – on the beach and in the water – don’t allow your family 
to swim alone 

If you find yourself struggling in the water, or if you fall in unexpectedly, Float to Live. 
Fight your ins�nct to thrash around, lean back, extend your arms and legs, and float.  
Tilt your head back and submerge your ears. Use your hands to help you stay afloat. 
Once your breathing is under control, call for help or swim to safety.  

When you’re heading to the beach, it’s important that you know the risks and what you 
can do to minimise them. From rip currents to �des, cold water shock to waves, being 
aware of the dangers will help you to stay safe. 

If you see someone in difficulty, never a�empt a rescue.  
Tell a lifeguard or, call 999 or 112 and ask for the Coastguard.

Trees are fascina�ng and their func�ons are many. They absorb carbon dioxide, along 
with other pollu�ng gases, storing the carbon while re-oxygena�ng the air.  
They also help prevent soil erosion, help to slow water  
evapora�on and more.  
Many trees are men�oned in the bible, useful for wood such 
as cedars of Lebanon, and their fruits such as the pomegran-
ate, fig, palm and olive. The olive tree is a wonderful tree 
and was important in biblical �mes, its wood was used for 
ea�ng, cooking, anoin�ng in worship and as a healing balm; 
its leaves have medicinal proper�es. 

The palm tree also gives much; fruit, wine from the sap; leaf 
stems used to make ropes and rigging; leaves used for many 
different ar�cles and to provide shade, tall straight trunks 
valuable for their �mber. It is known as the tree of life to 
desert people. 

When you next go for a walk, find a tree and just sit or stand 
beneath it, observe the canopy of branches that seasonally burst with buds, leaves,  
flowers and fruit, just marvel at its beauty.

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As you might know, these have been trying 
�mes for our Community Pub.  
Since opening as a community pub, the 
Kings Arms has faced Covid, the hospitality 
staffing crisis, rampant food infla�on, the 
mini budget  
crisis and the subsequent drama�c  
mortgage rises, and then this summer 

brought one of the we�est summers of the past hundred years to Devon. 
As a result, the Kings Arms was in danger of not having enough cash for the quieter 
months ahead, indeed it looked like without addi�onal funds the pub would have to 
close in October.  
Because of this, the commi�ee of the Kings Arms Community Pub (SCPL) put out an  
appeal to shareholders to raise money. This appeal was then extended to all the pub's 
followers on Facebook, the email list and beyond, including local print media like the 
Totnes Times and Kingsbridge Gaze�e.  
At the �me of wri�ng, the fundraising 
pledges have now passed the minimum 
target and in fact looks to have gone 
beyond it. But now those pledges need 
to come in, otherwise we will face a cash 
crisis again. Once those funds have been 
transferred, we will know how much 
exactly but one thing we know is that the 
generosity and support of everyone who 
has helped has saved the pub.  
With these funds, we now hope to be in 
a be�er posi�on to a�ract an experi-
enced manager, the cost of that person 
being offset by various efficiencies they 
create. 
It is clear that the standard pub model is 
not enough over the winter months, so 
the plan is to change the model. It will 
require a shorter week, developing more 
events, more volunteers and developing 
menus to become a des�na�on pub for 
the surrounding area.

These are some ini�al plans: 
�� To begin with, the pub will open from Thursday to Monday. This may change depend-

ing on performance.  
�� The plan is to make Thursday event night every week.  
�� Monday opening - evening only - is an experiment: other places close on Mondays,  

is this an opportunity? To minimise the risk, Mondays will be staffed with volunteers. 
There will be a different offer each Monday.  

�� December needs to be a much stronger month than usual so if you are thinking  
about a Christmas lunch with friends or a group you are part of, please think of the 
Kings Arms!  

�� Only through more volunteering can staff costs be significantly reduced.  
�� The commi�ee is going to hold one or more 'clinics' in the pub with an open invita�on 

to all villagers to hear what they might want from their pub going forward. 
�� At home, sofas are cosy and streaming services abundant: so a takeaway service 

needs to create more demand. 
�� There will be promo�ons and offers. Please check KA communica�ons or pop into  

the pub. 
To put it into perspec�ve, if the pub were to break even each day, it would need an  
average of 50 customers per day. The Kings Arms o�en gets that, but equally o�en it 
does not. So please, we all need to make the effort if we are to keep this wonderful  
village pub.  
Few pubs in the UK have had an easy ride in the past three years. You may have seen the 
report on the BBC earlier this week sta�ng that two pubs a day are closing in England and 
Wales. That is why on the anniversary that the Kings Arms opened as a community pub - 
20th October - we will be holding some sort of celebra�on. We all deserve it.  
Please put it in your diary.  
There are a number of other events to put in your diary in the weeks ahead: 
The popular Friday Night Lucky Number Draw returns on September 29th. The rules are 
simple. You have your number; it belongs to you. The prize is a £50 KA voucher. But you 
have to be in the pub to win, otherwise it is a Rollover.

To This 
Beau�ful Garden    
Design in   
South Devon 
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For the last 48 years my diving friends and I have loaded our heavy dive kit into our vehicles 
from our homes to travel hundreds of miles to enjoy our favourite pas�me, looking for and 
finding long lost shipwrecks. And we have been very, very successful, but we never no�ced the 
years passing us by as we toiled away underwater and planned expedi�ons collec�ng good and 
bad publicity in local and na�onal newspapers, TV and radio. 
My home computer is stuffed full of photos and documents from over the years, full of   
adventure and achievements, amongst them hundreds of photos of our many visits to see  
the Duke of Edinburgh at Buckingham Palace, pressing the Na�onal Lo�ery bu�on, and live 
appearances on na�onal TV. So many memories. 
So, it came as no surprise to us at this year’s Plymouth Shipwreck Conference that we are now 
being referred as “Legends” in the diving world, slowly replacing the last genera�on of pioneer 
divers. Back in 1989 we were looking for an Armada wreck on the West Coast of Scotland 
when we were asked to come down to South Devon to look at some cannon in the Erme  
Estuary found by a local spear diver, that led to the discovery of two wreck sites, Due to the 
historic importance and value of the finds we asked for and obtained ‘Protected Wreck’ status 
under the Protected Wrecks Act of 1973. Which basically means to other divers ‘Keep Off or 
you are in trouble. Just before Co-vid we were ac�vely working away on the two sites we 
found off Salcombe in 1995 that have gained European and World status both protected under 
the law of the land making us the licence holders of four Protected Wreck Sites. That has 
gained us the �tle of the most formidable Dive Team in the UK. But formidable divers age and 
suffer medical condi�ons like everyone else, and what we could do 20 years ago we find the 
body objec�ng to now, so slowly the ac�ve diving becomes less and less.  
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But all is not lost, in the last two years and funded by  
Heritage England a midland diving company has set about 
propping up the teams diving on the important historical 
wreck sites by providing personal and boats. And so last 
week 11th/15th September divers on a charted dive boat 
out of Plymouth set about the 17th Century Cannon site 
laying out lines on the seabed and tagging the cannon in 
prepara�on for our two-day diving visit to Salcombe at 
the end of September. 
This year is also the 50th anniversary of the 1973 Protec-
�on of Wrecks Act and with this in mind and again funded 
by Heritage England a film is being made of the historical 
sites designated since the Acts incep�on of which there 
are now 57 in total. 
Historical sites and ships included in the film are the Mary 
Rose, HMS Invincible, the Scillies wrecks Associa�on and 
Colossus, the Dutch East Indiaman Roowsijk and us the 
Salcombe 17th Century Cannon Site and Bronze Age Sites. 
And so, it was last week that I found myself again being 
filmed on the beau�ful coastline at Gara Rock opposite 
our wreck sites talking about the team’s experiences with 
the Protec�on of Wrecks Act. It was a beau�ful hot sunny 
day the occasional clouds playing light tricks on the flat 
sea our dive boat anchored over the Cannon Site in the 
distance. Halfway through the shoot I cha�ed to the  
cameraman and had a shock when we both realised, we 
had spent a few days together diving the protected wreck 
Admiral Gardner on the Goodwin Sands in 1986, what a 
small world. When I looked him up on my computer at 
home, I saw that he turned out to be  an Emmy Award 
winning ,world renowned cameraman having filmed most 
of the BBC’s produc�ons especially ‘The Blue Planet’, and 
Sir David A�enborough’s ‘The World of Plants’. 
At the start of the day at Gara I never expected to meet  a 
fellow diver from 37 years ago both of us experiencing an 
event that changed the Archaeological diving world for 
ever plus the making of a new friend.  
Even in my advancing years I am never surprised of what 
life can throw at you. 
The film will be released about Christmas �me.
